Individual Effectiveness Labs conducted for 1V Semester students

Personal Effectiveness:

The session helps participants to develop a strong and clear perspective about “personal
effectiveness” -its implications in life and career, what factors determines effectiveness and so on.
Students work on the personal profiler which helps them to understand the behavioural
competencies with respect to self awareness.

Achievement Motivation:

We have engaged participants in a challenging exercise to demonstrate effect of achievement
motivation on performance. Through this module we have helped them understand relationship
between expectations and performance. Helped participants to understand the concept of primary
and secondary motivations which drive people towards achieving significant results in their lives.
Reinforce the fact that help them to reflect about their own secondary needs.

Goal Setting:

The session introduced the concept of Goal Setting and personal SWOT to the students. The
differences between aspirations and Goals were discussed. The importance of Goal Setting and
terminologies associated with Goal setting were discussed. The students were taught a structured
approach to set personal and professional goals. The students were made to set a personal
development plan using SWOT and Goal Setting techniques.

Articulation:

Educated students to articulate clearly, keeping in mind the “verbal and vocal aspects of
communication such as words, structure, speech clarity, pace, and enunciation. Assisted students to
develop confidence to face and address an audience. Each student was given a topic for articulation
and was asked to speak on the assigned topic. Facilitators shared individual feedback on the verbal
and vocal aspects of communication.

Group discussion:

The session introduced the concept of Group Discussion — Effective communication in a group
context, its importance and advantages were discussed. Tips for preparation and body language
aspects to be demonstrated in a group discussion was explained. Typical structure of a group
discussion and various behavioural competencies that are important during the course of the
discussion was discussed. The students were divided into groups and were given various topics and

were asked to participate in Group Discussion. Individual feedback was shared. The basic Do's and
Dont's, was discussed.

E-mail & Letter;

The importance of an e-mail and letter in business was discussed. Explained the format and
structure of a formal letter and e-mail. Students were asked to reply to various contextual practice
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scenarios from their workbook. Assisted students to apply POWER technique to write the email
and letter scenarios. An assessment was done at the end of the session and individual feedback was
shared based on clarity, conciseness of the message, logical structuring and grammatical errors.

Presentation Skills:

Importance and need of presentation skills at workplace was discussed. The basics of effective
presentation and delivery aspects of effective presentation was explained. Basics of body language
essential for an effective presentation was discussed. Handling audience interaction and unexpected
issues during presentation was discussed. Basics of body language essential for an effective
presentation was discussed. Students made presentation using flip charts on assigned topics.
Facilitators identified specific areas of improvement in their presentation skills and gave feedback
on the same.

Team Work:

Students are introduced to the concept of “team” in the context of organisational environment. The
different stages of team formation and the behavioural indicators in various stages are experienced
and understood by the students with help of two team activities. Barriers to team effectiveness in a
work context and factors that contribute to team producfivity is explained.

Conflict Management:

Explained what is conflict and various levels of conflict in a team and organisational contexts.
Helped participants identify common sources of interpersonal conflicts and its effect on
individuals involved. Discussed the positive effects of effective conflict resolution. Helped them
understand some common approaches to resolve interpersonal conflict.
